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Professor Dauverd is a historian of early modern Europe specializing in the Renaissance and the Mediterranean. Her research focuses on socio-cultural relationships between Spain and Italy during the early modern era (1450-1650). Her book manuscript (Cambridge U.P.) examines the symbiotic relationship between the Genoese trade diaspora and the Spanish Habsburg expansion in southern Italy. The implications deal mainly with the socio-religious outcomes of the Ottoman-Habsburg wars in the early modern Mediterranean. She has earned her B.A. at the Universidad de Salamanca, Spain (1994) and completed her M.A. at the University of Hawai’i at Manōa (2000). In 2007-08 she was a post-doctoral fellow of the Humanities Research Institute at U.C. Irvine, working on an interdisciplinary project on the Medieval Mediterranean. Her publications deal with trade relations in the Mediterranean, the intellectual history of the early Ottoman empire, and the socio-political rapport between Spain and Italy.
