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Dr Liodakis holds a B.A. Honours in Political Science from York University, Canada; an M.A. in Political Science from McMaster University; an M.A. and a PhD in Sociology from McMaster University, Canada.  His research areas include:

· Class, Gender, 'Race'/Ethnicity

He is ATINER Academic Member, and Member of the Sociology and Mathematics and Statistics Research Units.

Dr Liodakis is interested in quantitative analyses of class, gender and nativity earnings differentials within selected ethnic and "visible" groups in Canada, using Canadian Census data. His research has demonstrated that ethnic groups are not homogeneous, monolithic entities or static social groups.  The class and gender earnings differentials within ethnic groups are greater than the differentials among them.  He calls for a more integrationist examination of social inequality in Canada, the re-conceptualization of 'race'/ethnicity and a more critical analysis of their interconnections with class and gender. He also examines the differential educational attainment of class and gender groups within foreign-born and native-born members of ethnic and racialized groups, including Greek-Canadians.
