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Dr Ioanna Papadopoulou has studied Classics at the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens. She got her Master's degree on Classical Literature at the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. In 2001 she became Doctor of Philosophy of the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. Her Ph.D. thesis on The Antiphony in the Choral Songs of Aeschylus has been published by the Academy of Athens (in the series Ponemata, vol. 6), and was awarded by the Academy of Athens as the best research in Classics for the year 2007. She is now working on her Postdoctoral Research at the Department of the Philosophy and the History of Sciences at the University of Athens; her project is on The Ancient Greek Enigmas, Riddles and their Relics, and it is supported by a scholarship from the State Scholarships Foundation.

She is currently teaching Greek and Roman Theatre and Metre as a Lecturer in Classics (since the academic year 2006) in undergraduate and postgraduate level at the Department of Greek of the Democritus University of Thrace; she was temporary Lecturer in the modules "Ancient Greek Tragedy", "Greek Comedy", "Roman Drama" and "Metre" at the Department of Theatre Studies of the University of Peloponnese. She is also tutor of the module 'Ancient Greek Theatre' at the Hellenic Open University (since the academic year 2002-3). In the past she has taught, as a temporary Lecturer, Greek Metre at the University of Patras (acad. year 2002-3), and Classical Civilization (Roman Drama and Novel) and Latin language at the Department of Classics of the University of Glasgow (UK, Scotland).

Dr Papadopoulou has published mainly in the area of Greek Drama, especially tragedy, but has wide research interests, including oratory, Hellenistic epigram, Nicander and Strabo.
