De-Mythifying Management – Among Others - Beyond Dislocation: is there a Difference between Experience and its Description? This is an inquiry into and demonstration of the difference between experience and its description, generally and particularly within the context of management. It is argued that this difference, as the inability to capture the totality of experience, arises from how myth, as a logical descriptive system, is structured. This inability is moreover explained by the co-existence of antithetical mechanisms in the functions of sensing and apprehending, namely that of mythification and in-mythification. Such duality however brings about a tension as a result of the logic of myth, and to avoid falling into the mythic grip, it is used to offer a strategy for undoing the logic of myth, that of de-mythification.
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
